Tutorials for the core papers are generally offered in the same term as the lectures. Lectures for options are often spread over more than a term whereas tutorials are concentrated in one term. Note also that the teaching for Econometrics (lectures, classes and tutorials) is spread over two terms (Michaelmas and Hilary), although one can choose to take only one term (the material covered in each term is sufficiently self contained).
