St Peter’s College, Oxford

Graduate Fees and Charges 2011-12 
This note summarises the fees and charges that you should expect to pay while undertaking a course of study at St. Peter’s College as a post-graduate student. Before coming to Oxford you will need to make financial arrangements to cover the following elements for the full duration of your course:


University tuition fees


College fees


Accommodation, food and other living expenses

UNIVERSITY TUITION FEES  At Oxford, University fees are collected by Colleges on behalf of the University.  Postgraduate University tuition fees are determined by the subject being studied and the fee status (Home/EU or Overseas) of the student. If you are in doubt about your fee status you should seek the advice of the Admissions Administrator, Martin Brown (martin.brown@spc.ox.ac.uk) without delay.

COLLEGE FEES  College fees are payable each year of your studies.  Home/EU and overseas students pay the same rates.  The St Peter’s College fees for 2011-12 are as follows:

· *PGCE and 2nd BM students:  You should ensure that you register with your Local Education Authority (LEA), even if you do not anticipate receiving any direct financial contribution from them. Unless and until this has been done you will be liable personally for all fees and will not be able to access Government-sponsored loans, for which you will require a ‘Support Notification’ issued by the LEA.

ACCOMMODATION, FOOD AND OTHER LIVING EXPENSES  For the academic year  20-11, it is estimated that a single student spending 12 months in Oxford, and living in college accommodation, would need at least £11,500 to cover living expenses, excluding the cost of travel to and from Oxford. 

Accommodation  If you wish to be considered for St Peter’s graduate accommodation you should complete the relevant application form, usually enclosed with the College’s initial offer letter.  In subsequent years of study you should expect to find your own accommodation in Oxford. 

Accommodation charges for graduate students are currently as follows:

Room rent including heat, light and common services
£124 per week
Room rents are payable termly in advance for a 38-week period, including Christmas and Easter vacations.  Occupancy of college accommodation outside this period will be charged pro rata, and is permitted only by arrangement with the Accommodation Manager. 

Meals  Meals are charged on an itemised basis.  We estimate that students will require £550 - £750 per term for meals.
ARRANGEMENTS FOR PAYMENT

University Tuition Fees, College Fees, and Accommodation are all billed termly in advance.  Payment should preferably be made by bank transfer.  Accounts may also be settled in Sterling by, cheque, credit/debit card or banker’s draft. Cheques should be made payable to ‘St Peter’s College’. The College accepts payment by Visa and Mastercard credit cards, and by Maestro, Switch and Visa debit cards. For payment by credit card, the bank’s surcharge of 2.2% is added to the sum payable to the College. Payment by debit card incurs a surcharge of 30p. If payment on a cheque is refused and the cheque ‘bounces’, the bank’s charge is passed on to the student. The College also passes on the bank’s charge for processing cheques in foreign currencies (sometimes in excess of £12 per cheque).
Students should inform the Finance Office if fee invoices need to be sent directly to an external funding organisation.  Please note however that the responsibility for payment of both University and College fees rests with the student, even if funding has been promised from a third party.
