Please note that new first year students should arrive on Sunday 2th October for the start of the College induction week.  These are the periods during which the college requires students to be in residence and are the dates to be used when undergraduates complete LEA and student loan forms. 

Photographs:
In addition to the photographs you send to us in advance of arrival in Oxford (as directed elsewhere), you will find it helpful to bring with you a few spare passport-size photographs for registration purposes.  (Do not wait to get these on arrival in Oxford).  

Swimming Tests:  It is a College rule that no member is allowed to practise in any racing-craft (rowing or sailing) until evidence has been produced of ability to swim.  If you wish to take part in these activities, you should bring a swimming certificate to the registration session.  (Alternatively, in place of a certificate, you could bring a note signed by your school or other authoritative source certifying your ability to swim.)
Clothing:
At the Matriculation ceremony (Saturday 15th October, attendance compulsory for all new students), University Examinations and at graduation, ‘subfusc’ clothing must be worn, with cap and gown:

Men: dark suit and socks (black or dark navy, not brown), black shoes, white shirt and collar and white bow tie;

Women: dark skirt or trousers (black or dark navy, not brown), black stockings/tights and shoes, white blouse (tucked in), black tie or ribbon, dark jacket or coat (optional). 

All new Junior members (including graduates of other universities) reading for an undergraduate degree, wear a commoner’s gown.  Those who are reading for any higher degree or diploma wear the Advanced Student’s gown, or the academic dress of their own university.

Bicycles, Cars, Motor-cycles:




Bicycles must be registered on arrival.  Undergraduates in their first year are not normally allowed to keep cars or motor-cycles in Oxford.  

OTHER ESSENTIALS

The College does not provide linen for College rooms. You will need to bring:

· 4 sheets or sheets and duvet

· 2 pillow cases and pillows
· Towels as required

We recommend that each article should be clearly marked with the owner’s name.

The following are also not supplied by the College:

· Crockery, glass and cutlery (for tea and entertaining in rooms) 

· Tea cloths

· Electric kettle

Please note that toasters and any form of cooking are not permitted in College rooms.

Accommodation during vacations (especially after the end of Michaelmas term) is very limited and undergraduate students are asked to vacate their rooms immediately at the end of each term.  There is also very little provision in College for the storage of belongings over the vacations, and priority is given to overseas students.
